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Architectural Committee News

Welcome to Chris White as our new Architectural Committee
chairman! Chris is working on a revised Architectural Approval
Form to be used whenever changes are made to structures,
landscaping, or exterior materials. Our CC&Rs require that
homeowners obtain written approval from the Architectural
Committee whenever changes are made to your property that
fall within the following categories: 

1. STRUCTURES - Including, but not limited to, new struc-
tures, pools, spas, patio covers, room additions, tennis courts,
fences and solar panels
a. PLOT PLAN - Must include property lines and dimen-
sions; site of proposed new construction and its relationship to
property lines and existing structures, if any; location and
dimensions of existing structures, if any.
b. EXTERIOR ELEVATION - An exterior elevation or ren-
dering which fully explains the structure.
c. BUILDING PLAN - Construction details to assist in eval-
uating the project; include dimensions, materials, and colors.
d. GRADING PLAN - Must include a topographic map
showing existing contours and proposed changes. Upon com-
pletion, certification of grading by a licensed engineer must be
submitted to the Architectural Review Committee.

2. LANDSCAPING - Landscape plan must show location,
type and size of each plant; groundcover must be clearly spec-
ified with irrigation and drainage indicated.

3.    EXTERIOR - Description of all exterior materials, roof
materials and colors. Samples should also be provided.

Cooking Lite With Steve-O

Tequila Shrimp and Citrus

1 1/2  pounds unpeeled, large fresh shrimp
1/4  cup tequila
2  tablespoons frozen orange juice concentrate, thawed
2  tablespoons fresh lime juice
2  garlic cloves, minced
1  jalapeño, seeded and minced
1/2  teaspoon salt
2  tablespoons chopped fresh cilantro
1  red bell pepper, cut into 1-inch pieces
1  orange, cut into 1/2-inch wedges
1  lime, cut into 1/2-inch wedges

Peel shrimp, leaving tails intact, and devein, if desired. 
Stir together tequila and next 6 ingredients in a large bowl. Add shrimp; cover and
chill 30 minutes. 

Alternately thread shrimp, bell pepper, and orange and lime wedges on 8 (10- to
12-inch) skewers. 

Grill, covered with lid, over medium-high heat (350° to 400°) 5 to 6 minutes on
each side or until done.
