Recent Car Break-Ins

There have been some recent auto burglary events on Polvera
Drive and Polvera Way. Neighborhood Watch reports that
crimes against automobiles account for about 80% of all
crimes committed in Rancho Bernardo. There are several
ways to minimize the chances of being a victim: 
1) Lock your car
2) Keep your car in a locked garage
3) Remove all visible valuables such as wallets, CD’s, etc.
4) Install an anti-theft device such as a kill-switch or club.
5) Never leave your keys in the car!
6) Roll up all windows tightly
7) Report suspicious behavior to the SDPD at 484-3154
